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The goal of this educational trip is to utilize multiple resources to discover the worlds of art, community, reading and writing through a five-step process.

4. A finished product utilizing the information derived from the total of multiple resources to teach other students about Impressionism/Post-Impressionism and their influence on the period of Imperialism.  Thus, fulfilling the California State Standard 10.4.3: “Explain imperialism from the perspective of the colonizers and the colonized and the varied immediate and long-term responses by the people under colonial rule.” A listing of possible final projects:
